May 12, 2016

The Board of Public Works & Safety met at 4:00 pm on the above date in the Meeting Room at City
Hall Annex with Mayor Curtis presiding and member Higgins attending. Board member Jeffries was
not present. Others attending were Chief Alldredge; Chief Dixon; St. Comm. Dieterle; Don
Kleinschmidt — Pony Express Mustang Club; John Ryman; Pam Robinson — Posey County News; and
arriving during the meeting, Randy Simon and Acting Supt. Moss.

Mayor Curtis called the meeting to order by stating members were emailed copies of the minutes of
their previous meeting and by asking if there were any corrections or additions. He added if not, he
entertains a motion to waive their reading and to approve the minutes as presented.

Board member Higgins moved the reading of the minutes be waived and they be approved as
presented. Seconded by Mayor Curtis, who then asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Curtis requested action on the claims presented.

Board member Higgins moved the claims presented be allowed for payment. Seconded by Mayor
Curtis, who then asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Curtis stated they will now hear the reports of the Departments.

Chief Alldredge stated he has several items this afternoon, the first being a change to their SOP’s,
concerning requiring patrolmen to wear their body armor while on duty. He stated they are applying
for a grant, which if successful, will reimburse them for 50% of the cost for new vests. He added they
currently need to replace seven vests at a cost of $850 each.

Board member Higgins asked how long before they hear if they were successful with the grant ?

Chief Alldredge replied between four and eight weeks. He then added the life of a bullet proof vest is
five years, those are the seven they will be replacing, as they expire this year.

Board member Higgins moved they approve the SOP to wear body armor, and be permitted to
purchase the vests. Seconded by Mayor Curtis, who then asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Chief Alldredge then stated the next change in SOP is in their uniforms. He stated they will be
changing to the dark navy blue Class A uniform, shirt and pants. He added Class B uniform will stay
as is.

Mayor Curtis asked why the change ?

Chief Alldredge replied Siegel’s keeps this uniform in stock and it is less expensive. These are the
same uniforms the Evansville Police Department wears which is why they are usually in stock. The
ones they currently utilize can take two months to get in.

Mayor Curtis moved the change to the uniform SOP be approved. Seconded by Board member
Higgins.



Mayor Curtis asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Randy Simon arrived at the meeting.

Chief Alldredge continued his report by stating he would like to promote Cpl. Anthony Stallings to
Lieutenant on evening shift. He added Cpl. Stallings stated out as Animal Control Officer and was
hired on as patrolman in 2006. He has also been a Field Training Officer for five years.

Board member Higgins moved the promotion of Cpl. Stallings to Lieutenant be approved. Seconded
by Mayor Curtis, who then asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Chief Alldredge continued his report by stating Animal Control Officer Youngblood would like to
attend an Animal Cruelty Investigation class June 6 — 9, and needs the credit card for hotel, etc. The
class is in Indianapolis and he would like to also take the ACO truck. He is unsure of the exact cost of
the class, but they will be invoiced after he attends.

Board member Higgins replied she believes it is $500 for the class.

Mayor Curtis stated this is not a pleasant job.

Board member Higgins stated it is a four day class.

Mayor Curtis moved permission to attend, use of the city credit card and vehicle be given. Seconded
by Board member Higgins.

Mayor Curtis asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Chief Alldredge concluded his report by stating the police department still have one full time position
open. If there is someone that has previously worked for the department that is interested, they can
submit a letter asking to be reinstated. He has received a letter from Leo Gonzales. He added he has
checked with the academy and they say the department will just need to get him up to speed on any
changes in policy since he left, as well as in-service training. He will not need to attend the academy
again.

Mayor Curtis stated though his years of experience will count, he will start back at the bottom of the
totem pole on shift and vacation listing, as well as having no vacation in the first year. But his
vacation time will be based on his years of experience.

Chief Alldredge added he left in good standing.

Mayor Curtis asked if a background check has been run ?

Chief Alldredge replied no, but added he can certainly do that.

Board member Higgins approved the reinstatement of Leo Gonzales to the Mount Vernon Police
Department. Seconded by Mayor Curtis, who then asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Curtis then asked if there were any questions ?

There were none.



Chief Dixon stated he has no report.
Mayor Curtis asked if there were any questions ?
There were none.

Mayor Curtis stated Acting Supt. Moss is not present he is out in the field, dealing with all of the rain
they have just received, and Mr. Carroll is on vacation.

Comm. Dieterle stated he needs permission to use the city credit card for another purchase for items to
repair the boat dock. It needs new bumpers at a cost of $516.40, from Overton Supply.

Mayor Curtis stated they have replaced parts of the boat dock with good treated lumber and it looks a
lot better. He then moved permission to use the city credit card for the purchase be given. Seconded
by Board member Higgins.

Mayor Curtis asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Curtis then stated he would like to thank the Wastewater Department and the Street Department
for all of their hard work during the recent storms.

Mayor Curtis stated on the Legal portion of the Agenda is authorization for the Clerk-Treasurer to
request an advance draw on the city share of property tax settlement.

Board member Higgins moved authorization be given. Seconded by Mayor Curtis, who then asked if
there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Curtis stated next on the Agenda is Randy Simon.

Mr. Simon stated he is representing St. Matthews School today. They are going to be replacing the
sidewalk on Mulberry between 4™ and 5" Streets on May 31. He added it may take the remainder of
the week as well as that Saturday.

Mayor Curtis asked if they need all of Mulberry blocked, or just one side.

Mr. Simon replied they will actually need the whole street blocked, due to equipment.

Mayor Curtis moved permission to block Mulberry between 4™ and 5™ Streets, starting May 31, be
given. Seconded by Board member Higgins.

Mayor Curtis asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Curtis stated in the Audience is John Ryman about quality of life issues.

Mr. Ryman stated he would first like to thank the Street Department for taking care of a broken branch
that was hanging over Main Street after the storm. He then stated he has a neighbor that blows grass
and trash into the street and it ultimately ends up in front of his house, not to mention in the storm
sewers. He added this takes the man at least an hour, and again, it ends up in the Main Street storm
sewer drain which then is jammed up. He added this guy is not the only that does this. The other one
is the guy who ran unsuccessfully for Council. He understands there is an ordinance against this and
wonders why it is not being enforced.



Board member Higgins stated she mentioned this very issue at the last meeting.

Mr. Ryman stated the guy (his neighbor) is very nervy. He also has a trailer parked on the street,
which is a hazard.

Mayor Curtis replied the trailer is licensed so it is ok to be parked there. He does not disagree however
that it is a hazard. The city could ask that he move it , but per ordinance, it is fine to be parked there.
In reference to the grass, Ordinance 97-10 deals with littering and would cover that. Board member
Higgins mentioned this at the last meeting, and he has brought it up as well. He added he thinks they
should do what they can.

Mr. Ryman asked what can they do ? Issue a citation.

Mayor Curtis replied yes.

Mr. Ryman stated this man ignores those, he has had them before.

Comm. Dieterle stated the Street Department has spotted some of this. They made a call to the
property owner, who then called their mowing service and they came out and took care of it.

Mayor Curtis added hopefully the news media can help get the word out and educate people. This
issue should ultimately be addressed to the Street Department.

Comm. Dieterle stated this particular gentleman is on their list.

Mr. Ryman asked why there aren’t fines...hit these people in the pocketbook. He then stated the man
also had threatened him.

Mayor Curtis replied that is a different situation and the police should be called to handle that.

Mr. Ryman stated the city leaf pick up is fabulous, but this man doesn’t care about that either. He
blows he leaves into the street at midnight. He needs regulated by fines. After three years of dealing
with this man, it is becoming a problem — a quality of life problem and it should be firmly addressed.
He then stated last year he planted some ground cover and during the parade, folks walked all over it.
He wondered if he could put up something to protect it.

Mayor Curtis replied stated he is not sure what all he could put up.

Mr. Ryman stated just like some stakes and string.

Mayor Curtis replied yes, that would be fine. He then stated the city is now aware of his problem and
they need to make a better effort, informally at first. He added if the city gets several complaints, they
talk to him and still nothing gets better, then a citation will be issued.

Mr. Ryman added it has gotten worse since his wife left.

Mayor Curtis stated they will address it.

Mr. Ryman thanked the Board for their time.

Don Kleinschmidt with the Pony Express Mustang Club addressed the Board by stating they had a
cruise-on April 30, but to the rainy day, they only had 19 cars. They will be having another one this
Saturday, May 14, from 4:00 to 8:00 pm. They would like to block additional/different streets. Water
from Main to Mulberry with the option of Walnut from Water to 2" .

Mayor Curtis moved they amend the request for street closure to block Main to actually block Water
from Main to Mulberry, with the option of blocking Walnut from Water to 2™ Street. Seconded by
Board member Higgins.

Mayor Curtis asked if there was any discussion ?

There was none.

Mayor Curtis stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the
vote, he reported the motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Curtis asked if there was any Old Business ?
There was none.

Mayor Curtis asked if there was any New Business ?



Mr. Ryman asked about Councilman Jeffries’ idea about a historic district has gone anywhere.
Mayor Curtis relied not yet.
Acting Supt. Moss arrived at the meeting

Mayor Curtis stated if there was no further business, he entertains a motion to adjourn.

Board member Higgins moved the meeting be adjourned. Seconded by Board member Curtis, who
then stated all those in favor of the motion should signify in the affirmative; and following the vote, he
reported the motion carried unanimously and adjourned the meeting.
